Interactive CD-Rom quiz launched to help skills learning development 

An interactive quiz designed to help people who work with children and young people get up to speed with their skills development has been launched.
 

The new CD-Rom sets out the seven Induction Standards developed by the Children's Workforce Development Council (CWDC), which outline what those working with children, young people and their families should be able to do within six months of starting work.
 

A booklet that comes with the multimedia resource contains case studies highlighting the involvement of children, young people and their families in induction and workforce development in the East Midlands, where the tool was launched.
 

Young people who attended the event in Grantham said they were happy with the new resource.
