Anastasia co-ordinates the Close to School Strategy (including a BEST Plus Team) to promote the emotional well being and behavioural development of young people of secondary school age, through enhancing inter-agency collaboration and school practices.

The work is undertaken by direct case work and training of staff in schools and related support organisations.

Behaviour and Education Support Teams (BEST) are multi agency and inter-disciplinary teams, bringing together a complementary mix of professionals from the fields of Children and Young People’s and Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services.

A unique dimension of BEST Plus is the bringing together of the skills, perspectives and experience of a range of practitioners to create an effective and motivated team which can offer earlier and more individualised support to young people and their families.

The team comprises a mental health practitioner, social worker, speech and language therapist and an educational psychologist. The team is set up to work with young people of secondary school age who are at risk of permanent exclusion. The aim is to promote young people’s emotional well-being and positive mental health in order to improve school attendance and positive behaviour in and around schools.  Leicester City BEST Plus team works in a number of different ways and collaborates with parents, carers, young people and schools to decide upon the best approach to particular concerns.
