	New Deal for Lone Parents is a voluntary programme specifically designed to help lone parents into work. It offers a package of support to help Lone Parents move towards a more secure future for them and their children.

If they choose to take advantage of what's available by joining New Deal for Lone Parents, a personal adviser will take them through the steps to find and apply for jobs. Their adviser will also offer practical advice and help about finding childcare and training. The adviser will also be able to tell them about how benefits will be affected when they start work and help you apply for any in work benefits or tax credits.

It's entirely up to the Lone Parent whether or not they take part. The New Deal for Lone Parents provides as much help as they need to make a move into work. 
Personal advisers

Our personal advisers are based at the Jobcentre and will offer help, support and advice Lone Parents need. They can discuss their personal situation with them and give them advice about finding a job, training, and childcare or extended school care if needed.

They can help work out what's right for the Lone Parent, and for their children both now and in the future. They can also work out how much better off they would be in a job and discuss all in work benefits.
