Improving Access to Services for the Whole Community

Rutland has a population of 38,000, most of which is located in small villages and hamlets.  The population includes a larger than average proportion of the elderly – many of whom have retired to Rutland.  The external view of Rutland is of affluence.

However, Rutland hosts an underclass.  Often this consists of families who have lived and worked on the land, living in tithed homes with only one car; with low aspirations.  These families have learnt that survival relies on remaining invisible – they do not take up free school meals – they do not take up the benefits to which they are entitled.

Rutland has agreed a corporate objective to improve access to services and has started the detailed work to provide the data that will eventually lead to the achievement of this objective.  The initial exercise is focusing on families with children under 5 and the 75+ age group. The table overleaf shows an early identification of service provision for families with children under 5, where A is within 10 minutes walk and B is within 30 minutes on public transport.

A second strand of data is to drill down to individual households and identify information on benefits take-up, car ownership, families with young children and elderly residents for instance.

A third strand of work is identifying existing mobile service provision such as the Mobile Children's Centre and Library and the Youth Mobiles.
A fourth strand of work is to explore the provision of broadband across the whole community – a particularly challenging aspiration given that many parts of the county do not even have mobile reception!
