‘The Parenting Journey’ and its impact on eradicating child poverty.

Parents and carers are an important part of this partnership. Parenting is a thread, which runs through all 5 outcomes and each strategic theme identified  by Lincolnshire CYPSP. Parents have a key responsibility to support their children’s development. Evidence confirms that parents’ engagement with their children has a greater impact on outcomes for children than any other factor.
All Children’s Services will evolve to be parent inclusive recognising parent’s responsibility for the upbringing of their children, their rights to quality information and services that support them. It is a shared responsibility of all agencies to work together to ensure that the needs of children, young people and families are identified, met and outcomes measured.n family policy starts from what helps family life flourish. Our vision is The Children’s Plan; Building Brighter Futures. DCSF December 2007.
This plan is linked to our Strengthening Families Strategy and our approach to integrating delivery strategy. It will enable us to work in a preventative way: Working with parents will enable us to narrow the gap for children and young people so all children succeed as far as their talents can take them. It will provide opportunities to intervene early where we need to and prevent poor outcomes by ensuring we have excellent protective universal services.

Lincolnshire’s approach to integration is ambitious and will deliver multi professional teams working in collaboration at the front line, using a range of community facilities especially schools and children’s centres. Multi professional teams will be based in a district council area, with each locality having an identified ‘Head of Service’ who will achieve visible local leadership ensuring local accountability. This will improve access, provide enhanced opportunities for integration, early intervention and enable clear pathways into integrated services.
