Some prompts to assist you in creating high quality impact statements…….
· What did people learn?

· What skills have they developed?

· What practices have they adopted?

· How have they changed?

· What differences did the new knowledge or practice make?

Examples of Impact statements

· New and up-to date schemes of work and resources for SRE in place.
· Trained ‘peer supporter’ scheme set up.
· HOD is now able to carry out lesson observations using the OFSTED criteria.
· The classroom teacher now understands what an effective plenary looks like.

· HOD has produced long term plans for KS3 SOW with guidance and support.

· Teacher has increased confidence in using behavioural management techniques. 

· Teacher is able plan an effective three part lesson.  

· The behaviour of year 9 students has improved greatly, and this has had a positive affect on the learning that has taken place in the classroom.
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
